jii.  The deficiency of teachers for up to sixty intake capacity shall not exceed more than ten per cent. of total
requirement with availability of minimum one teacher in each of fourteen Departments. The total number of
Higher Faculty shall not be less than twelve Professors or Readers distributed in minimum eleven Departments.
This relaxation is for seeking conditional permission to undertake admission for particular academic session. For
example- the college having up to sixty intake capacity shall have minimum twenty-seven total faculties, out of
which minimum twelve Professors or Readers covering not less than eleven Departments.

iv.  The deficiency of total teachers for sixty-one to hundred intake capacity shall not exceed more than ten per cent.

of total requirement and deficiency of higher faculty shall not exceed more than twenty per cent. of total
teachers with availability of minimum one Higher faculty and one Lecturer in each of fourteen Departments.

" The total number of Higher Faculty shall not be less than nineteen. This relaxation is for seeking conditional

permission to undertake admission for particular academic session. For example- the college having sixty-one to
hundred seats intake capacity shall have minimum forty total faculties, out of which minimum nineteen
Professors or Readers covering all fourteen Departments.

Wherever additional Professors or Readers are available in the department, the additional Professor shall be
considered against the requirement of Reader or Lecturer and additional Reader shall be considered against the
requirement of Lecturer. For example- in a college with intake capacity from sixty-one to hundred under
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graduate seats, if there are three Professors or one Professor and two Readers or one Professor, one Reader and
one Lecturer against the requirement of one Professor, one Reader and one Lecturer in the Department of
Rachana Sharir, the college is fulfilling the requirement of faculty in this department and there is no
shortcoming of faculty in this department.
